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Updated guidance (Mar 18):
	
Most areas of the History curriculum are taught on a two-year rolling programme. In order for pupils to experience breadth and depth, most areas of History will be revisited every two years with a focus on different aspects. The aim of this is to enable pupils to recall and build from prior knowledge and learning. 
Exceptions to this are whole key stage themes or topics that will be studied each year over a four year rolling programme. The aim of working together as a key stage in this way is to enable depth of study and also to support families researching and learning together at home as well as at school. Each year group will focus on a particular area of the topic and will share learning with one another at the end of the unit of study.
Statutory History Objectives:
· Continued development of a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history.
· Noting of connections, contrasts and trends over time.
· Development of the appropriate use of historical terms.
· Addressing and sometimes devising historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance.
· Construction of informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information.
· Understanding of how knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
The main area of History and the particular aspects being focused on are outlined below. From this starting point, teachers will add history skills and learning objectives taken from Chris Quigley’s suggested Milestones. They will also generate questions for children to investigate: these questions may be co-formed with children, depending on starting points and children’s prior knowledge.
Learning and understanding will be assessed at the beginning, during and at the end of studying, as appropriate. Evidence of history teaching and learning will take a variety of forms, including: written work in books; drama activities that may be recorded and put on the school’s website; IT related outcomes, such as PowerPoints, etc; presentations to other classes; events such as the creation of a museum; and the creation of visual representations of information.
At the end of each area of study, teachers will assess whether children are Developing, Securing or Embedding their knowledge and understanding of History.
The length of time each area of History is studied will vary, depending on the amount of content. Each year children will be given regular opportunities to develop and extend History skills; this may vary from year group to year group and may also link to other areas of the curriculum where links that are meaningful can be made.
The content and quality of history teaching will be monitored by the History subject leader and will be reported to the SLT and shared with governors.
